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Filming at PDK Airport and Unmanned Aircraft Operations in DeKalb County: Guidelines and Procedures"

This document outlines the necessary steps for film, photographic, and video production work at DeKalb Peachtree Airport (PDK) in Chamblee, Georgia and the use of drones, helicopters, or other unmanned aircrafts on location in DeKalb County, Georgia.

Filming at DeKalb-Peachtree Airport (PDK):

DeKalb-Peachtree Airport (PDK) is a county-owned, public-use airport located in the City of Chamblee in DeKalb County, Georgia. Two separate permits are required for filming at this location: one from DeKalb County through the DeKalb Entertainment Commission (DEC) Film Permit Office and another from the City of Chamblee.

Permits are required if your production includes any of the following:
· Filming on PDK property or any parts thereof (including privately owned hangars). Please note that no filming is allowed on runways or any service roads.
· Drone use in DeKalb County - Please see guidelines below for additional information

· Helicopter use in DeKalb County - Please see guidelines below for additional information

1. Initial Contact - DEC and Chamblee Film Offices:
· Prior to any work, email both the DeKalb Entertainment Commission (DEC) Production Manager and the City of Chamblee Film Office with the following details: 

· Date(s) and Times: Specific dates and times for all filming activities, including preparation (prep) and breakdown (strike).

· Shoot Description: A brief overview of the production.

· Crew & Vehicles: The estimated size of your crew and the number of vehicles that will be on the airport property.

2. Mandatory Tech Scout with PDK:
· A mandatory tech scout with Korey Barnes – Airport Operations Manager, is required before submitting your film permit applications. Please contact PDK directly to schedule this scout.

3. Permit Requirement for Airport Tenants:
· Important: All airport tenants (Airlines, Fixed Base Operators (FBO), Concessionaires, etc.) must obtain film permits for all film, photographic, and video production work conducted on property leased at the Airport under the control and jurisdiction of PDK.

4. Film Permit Applications (DEC & Chamblee):
· Complete separate film permit applications for both the DeKalb Entertainment Commission (DEC) and the City of Chamblee through the DeKalb County GIS Map - click here: DeKalb Film Contacts:

*Important Notes Regarding Drone and Helicopter Use:
· Ensure all drone operations comply with Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) regulations. You may need to obtain authorizations through the FAA Drone Zone website (https://faadronezone.faa.gov/), the Low Altitude Authorization and Notification Capability (LAANC) system, or the B4UFly mobile application.

· For drone and helicopter use, please provide detailed flight plans, pilot licenses, other proof of FAA approval as part of your permit application. Additional approvals may be required from PDK and/or the FAA.
